Yellowwood

The Yellowwood
tree is native to

30 to 50 feet tall, has a
rounded crown and produces
fragrant wisteria-like white
flowers in the spring. It is so
named because its freshly cut
heartwood is a brilliant yellow
color.

Ginkgo

This living fossil

' is known to have
lived 200 million
years ago. It is
considered a fine
urban tree because it can endure
drought and poor soils.

Pin Oak

Pin Oak is widely
used as an urban
shade tree because
it can withstand
wet, clay soils.

It grows rather quickly to an
average height of 70 feet.

The Pin Oak is identifiable by
leaves that have deep sinuses
and tufts of hair along the vein
axils.

The Pecan tree is in
7 the Carya genus,
which includes both
Hickories and
Pecans. It reaches
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about 100 feet in height. It
grows best in rich, moist soils
and can live up to 300 years. It
is considered the most valuable
nut tree in North America.
