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TOUR WITH US
Since Conyers developed as a train 
station, the Depot remains in the Olde 
Town Business District as the most 
historic site. In 2005, the Depot  
became the home of the Conyers  
Welcome Center.  The Rockdale  
Historical Society oversees this facility, 
along with the Old Jail Museum, and  
the “Dinky,” a 1905 Rogers steam  
locomotive that transported thousands 
of cotton bales and bleached cotton  
duct to and from nearby Milstead.  
The Dinky is one of only three such 
locomotives of its type in the world. It 
is permanently parked on the siderails across from the 
Depot, between Green and Railroad Streets. Be sure  
to stop by the Welcome Center to pick up your  
HISTORICAL WALKING TOUR self-guided  
brochure with these sites mentioned, and more  
during your visit to Olde Town.

Olde Town features lovely streetscapes, a pavilion, a botanical garden 
and koi pond.

Monastery of the Holy Spirit
Monks were among the first 
groups to consciously form 
their environment in order to 
further their chosen mode of 
life.

It’s refreshing to know that there are places devoted solely 
to serenity and inner reflection. Home to around 30 
Cistercian monks (more commonly known as “Trappists”), 
the Monastery of the Holy Spirit in Conyers, Georgia, 
invites its visitors to enjoy its quiet solitude while 
observing the monks’ solemn commitment to monastic 
life. To encourage a closer bond with nature, they 
recently selected craftsman Clay Chapman and his firm 
to construct a new open-air chapel on the property. 
Chapman, who launched a building initiative called Hope for 
Architecture (HFA) in 2012, instinctively understood the Trappists’ desire for a 

straightforward yet elegant structure 
that would complement the grounds. 
Consisting of intricate timber trusses 
that are connected with wooden pegs,  
this “Woodland Chapel,” as it’s called,  
represents HFA’s principles of 
employing tried-and-true building 
methods and durable materials. 
Because walls composed entirely of 
brick are also Chapman’s specialty,  

he and his team completed the chapel with a wonderfully detailed bell tower.

The ARABIA MOUNTAIN NATIONAL HERITAGE AREA is a  
National Heritage Area that encompasses natural, cultural, and 
historical elements to form a cohesive, nationally significant environment. 
The area is due east of Atlanta and spans 40,000 acres reaching from the 
historic commercial center of Lithonia to the Monastery of the Holy Spirit 
in Conyers, including Panola Mountain State Park, and a number of sites 
in between.

 Just 15 minutes from Atlanta is 
a recreational haven for all ages 
and interests. Visitors can picnic 
while children work off energy on 
the playground. The park offers 

archery, geocaching, orienteering, birding and tree-climbing programs. 
A paved trail is open for biking, roller blading, jogging and dog-walking, 
while forested fitness trails are open for hiking and running.

PANOLA MOUNTAIN STATE PARK is a 100-acre granite outcrop 
similar to Stone Mountain, but smaller and much more pristine. 
Park visitors will see the outcrop and its rare ecosystem just as Native 
Americans did centuries ago. Reservations are required for ranger-led 
hikes that teach about the rare plants and animals found in this habitat.

Panola Mountain State Park is the crown jewel of the Arabia Mountain 
National Heritage Area, one of only three National Heritage Areas in 
the state. The park’s unusual natural beauty and intriguing cultural 
changes are the basis for this special recognition. Over the years, this 
area has been home to early settlers, immigrant rock cutters, freed slaves 
and even Trappist monks. Arabia Mountain National Heritage Area is 
a partnership among the state of Georgia, DeKalb, Henry and Rockdale 
counties, the Monastery of the Holy Spirit, and numerous communities 
and public-private partners. 
Panola Mountain has also been 
designated a National Natural 
Landmark.

The PATH FOUNDATION, in partnership with DeKalb County, Rockdale 
County, and the Arabia Mountain Heritage Alliance has developed an 
extraordinary trail system through 7,000 acres of greenspace southeast 
of Atlanta. The ARABIA MOUNTAIN PATH (AMP TRAIL) network 
meanders through incredible rock outcroppings, colorful wildflower fields, 
rushing streams, and towering pines as it makes its way from the Mall at 
Stonecrest into Panola Mountain State Park and the Monastery of the Holy 
Spirit. The trail system is over 33 miles long with several additional segments 
planned for development.The AMP 
trail system is not built on a rail bed 
so it follows the hilly terrain offering 
users a more challenging experience 
than the Silver Comet and Stone 
Mountain Trails.

1. Make your first stop the Conyers Welcome Center and 
explore the historic Olde Conyers Depot (1891). 

2. Imagine riding the rails on the Milstead 104 “Dinky” 
Steam Locomotive, a 1905 Rogers steam locomotive in 
Olde Town Conyers.

3. Wander the Lewis Vaughn Botanical Garden in  
Olde Town and view plants and flowers of the Georgia  
Piedmont region.

4. Discover the Old Jail Museum (1897) and its “hanging 
room.”  The Rockdale County Historical Society offers 
free tours of the jail the second Saturday of each month 
from 10 a.m. - 12:30 p.m. 

5. Enjoy the 1,400 acres Georgia International Horse 
Park, a legacy of the 1996 Centennial Olympic Games, 
now offering year-round events.  Many events are free to 
the public! 

6. Wander the Big Haynes Creek Nature Center trails at 
the Georgia International Horse Park.

7. Seek the peaceful serenity of the Rockdale County 
Master Gardener’s Memorial Arboretum, located at the 
Georgia International Horse Park.

8. Renew your spirit with a stop at Georgia’s only  
Monastery of the Holy Spirit, home to Cistercian monks 
for nearly 75 years, and admire the beauty of Bonsai 
specimens.

9. Walk with heroes at the Georgia Veterans War  
Memorial/Walk of Heroes, remembering the sacrifices 
made during the twentieth century by veterans on a 
battlefield and by their families on the home front.

10. Visit Haralson Mill Covered Bridge, one of only
fifteen covered bridges in Georgia.

11. Take a stroll, jog, or bike ride through some of  
Conyers and Rockale County’s most scenic PATH Trails. 
With several miles to cover, there are two trails to choose 
from: The Olde Town Conyers Trail, and the Arabia 
Mountain PATH Trail.

12. If historic sites interest you, be sure to take the self-
guided Historical Walking Tour in Olde Town Conyers.
